RARE ORCHIDS IN MINNESOTA by Nancy Sather

Nancy Sather is a Botanist/Ecologist with the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources in the Natural Heritage
and Nongame Research Program where she has worked since 1985. She has been monitoring the federally
threatened Western Prairie Fringed Orchid (Platanthera praeclara) in Minnesota since 1985 and is the Federal
Recovery Team Leader for this species. Nancy organizes groups of volunteers to help her monitor popul ations of
this orchid in Minnesota each summer. Outside of her work at the DNR, Nancy has broad interests. Sheisa
published poet and essayist and enjoys gardening, severa arts, and independent study of landscape history. She
teaches natural history, interdisciplinary landscape studies, and writing at Metropolitan State University, Hamline
University, and The Loft, respectively.
