Rules and Regulations

1. Theorchid Society of Minnesota (OSM) will hold its annual State Fair Show September 3-4, 2004 in the
Agriculture-Horticulture Building. The show is open to the public both days from 9:00am to 9:00pm.

2. Exhibit setup will begin at 10:00pm, Thursday, September 2nd and must be completed by 11:45pm.
Exhibits must be left in place until 9:00pm Saturday September 4th, at which time they shall be promptly
removed.

3. Neither OSM nor the Minnesota State Fair is responsible for loss of or damage to any exhibitor®
materials and property including plants, blooms, corsages and containers.

4. Paper-covered display tables will be provided free of charge. All other materials used in individual
exhibits must be provided by the exhibitor.

5. Natural foliage, live plants, moss, and other plant material may be used to supplement exhibits. Plants,
plant materials, moss and foliage may not be dyed or artificial. The exception is artificial grassused asa
floor covering.

6. All lighting used in exhibits must be provided by the exhibitor. Lighting must be coordinated with the
State Fair Show Chairperson. Exhibit lighting must be color corrected for daylight or turned off during
judging. Electricity is available for some displays.

7. ldentification cards containing the exhibitor&@name will be provided by OSM. No other exhibitor
identification will be permitted.

8. Exhibitors must provide small cards or labels identifying each plant or cut flower. Improperly labeled
plants and flowers will not be judged.

9. Nofountains, streams, or other water will be permitted in exhibits.

10. Reasonable effort will be made to provide space as requested by exhibitors. The State Fair Show
Chairperson retains the right to assign and alot space as necessary.

11. Each exhibitor, by entering the show, agrees to abide by the show rules and regulations. Exhibits not in
accord with the rules and regulations shall be disqualified. The State Fair Show Chairperson reserves the
right to remove any portion of an exhibit deemed to be inferior or infected.

12. No cut flowerswill be permitted in flowering plant exhibits and not flowering plants will be permitted in
cut flower exhibits. Dried flowers are prohibited from all exhibits.

13. First bloom seedling class 113 and specimen plants class 114 must be registered with the judging
chairperson before judging begins.

14. Judging begins promptly at 11:45 following set-up.

15. Judges will be appointed by the Judging Chairperson. The decisions of these judges are final. Judges
and clerks are expected to familiarize themsel ves with the rules and regulations prior to judging.

16. First, second and third place ribbons may be awarded in each class at the discretion of the judges.
Judges have the right to award or withhold any scheduled prize and may subdivide any class where
warranted.

17. Only properly authorized persons will be permitted in the show area during judging.

18. Society members may elect to exhibit plantsin a special OSM exhibit. These plants will be judged with
all others.

19.All questions regarding the interpretation and application of the above rules shall be



forwarded to the State Fair Show Chairperson.
July/August Orchid Checklist

Cattleya Cattleyas this month require careful attention to their watering and fertilizing needs owing to
characteristically high temperatures. Evaporative cooling is amust in areas of the country whereit is
effective. Where it is not (the more humid regions), care needs to be paid to proper venting to keep
temperatures within reason. Bottom vents in conjunction with top vents provide enough rising airflow to help
keep plants cool. Increased air flow lessens humidity and dries plants out more quickly, necessitating more
frequent damping down and watering, in areas where high humidity is not a problem. Higher light and heat
indicate more fertilizer. The growths your plants are making now are the source of this autumn, winter and
spring®blooms, so applying adequate fertilizer this month is the best way to ensure future blooms. Higher
temperatures and humidity may also lead to fungal or bacterial rot problems, so it isimportant to closely
observe your plants for any early indication of problems. Pests are also at a high point this month for the same
reason.

Paphiopedilum Cooling and air circulation are especially critical in these two monthsto prevent stress and
avoid disease problems. Watering needs to be closely monitored to ensure that plants do not dry out. Warmer-
growing hybrids will be at the peak of their blooming, with attention needing to be paid to staking of spikes.
Look for water lodging in growths, which can rot emerging spikes and lead to the loss of the entire growth.

Phalaenopsis Most, if not all, potting should be complete by now. This month and next are when these plants
achieve their maximum growth. This growth will be that from which they set their spikes for the coming
season. The more leaves the plants grow, the better potential for spiking will be realized. Growersin cooler
areas such as the Pacific coast have the advantage this month, should they choose, of cooling for early season
spikes. Lots of heat and light call for liberal applications of water and fertilizer.

Cymbidium Summer can be the most rewarding season for cymbidiums. Growths should be coming strong
now. The leaves of the new growths are best when they are broad and fairly stiff. The color should be alight
green to nearly yellow. Early flowering varieties should be showing flower spikes, so move the plantsinto a
cooler areawith lower light. For mid-season varieties, lower the dosage of nitrogen to assist in spike
initiation.

High-elevation Plants For cooler-growing plants, such as masdevallias, other pleurcthallids and the like, the
next few monthswill be a challenge. During the hottest times, keep your plants more shaded and be sure to
keep the humidity level much higher. Do not let plants dry out. Delay any potting until the weather cools.

Laelia purpurata The flowering season of this majestic plant will be coming to an end, presenting a good
time to report. As soon as the new roots start to appear, clean off old bark and repot into a clean medium-
grade fir bark. Place the plant in alittle less light and higher humidity to relieve stress until it is more
established, which is about one month after potting..

Odontocidium Many of the intergeneric crosses between odontoglossums and oncidiums, such as
Odontocidium, Wilsonara and Colmanara, will be blooming now. Take special care to train the spikes for best
floral display. Keep plants under fairly shady conditions. Watch for snails and slugs.

Vandaceous Genera Plants will be growing quickly now and really enjoying the hot humid days so similar to
their native habitat. Watch for pests though, as many of these also enjoy the same conditions as the plants.
Check flower spikes so that they can extend unimpeded for the best flower presentation later.
